Reflection, discussion and call to action ﬁ

* Half to two thirds of professionals report:
* Direct impact on families of austerity cuts
* Cuts to services
* Requests from families for advocacy
* Increased waiting times
* Worse working conditions
* Less time per patient

* Access to therapies, support in education, social support and
welfare benefits —all harder than three years ago

* Almost half of families report services are worse in quality over
the last three years

* Variation in professionals and families’ reports of how well

services meet needs over time and between countries

*  Families report their needs are met less well than professionals think they
are

* Those with the most dependent disabled children living in severe poverty
report their needs are least well met
